All students from 1st -12th grade are required to make a Creative book report on
the same Summer Reading Book. Students should be able to present in class.

Please choose one from the list below.

= 1. Design and make your own t-shirt.
e lllustrate a scene or character from the book on a t-shirt.
e Write a short summary of the scene and explain why it is important to the story.
e If you choose to illustrate a character, write a description of the character and why he or
she is important to the story.
